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Any time you travel, you look for a nice place to spend the night – or maybe the weekend.  But if you traveled to a different city or state to have surgery, you would make sure that place was extra-comfortable and had everything you needed to recuperate!  
The Children’s Hope Center in Beijing was designed for just that purpose.  This year CHIF funded 114 surgeries for orphans in China.  34 of these were heart surgeries, 22 were cleft lip/palate repairs (12 covered by the campaign), and 9 were spinal or brain conditions.  The remainder ranged from correcting pigeon-toed feet to treating colon disease.  Regardless of the gravity of the surgery, children need time to recover from these procedures in a safe, clean environment with lots of people to look after them.  They can’t travel immediately following surgery.  So CHIF opened the Children’s Hope Center in December 2004 to meet the special rehabilitation needs of these children.  A major motivator to open this center is the Chinese government’s new “Tomorrow Project.”  Beginning late last year, the government made a $74 million commitment to provide surgeries for 30,000 orphans over the next 3 years.  The most severe cases will be brought to Beijing for surgery and will need temporary housing during their stay.  
Children stay at the center for a few days before their surgeries and as long as necessary once their procedures are complete.  They receive nutritious food, lots of attention from the well-trained staff, and comfortable, cheerful surroundings.  This atmosphere keeps their spirits up in the midst of pain and discomfort and facilitates a quick and complete recovery.  

One particular patient created quite a stir back in the United States.  Zhong Wei is 16 years old.  As a young boy, he was hit by a car, crippling both legs.  His family abandoned him shortly thereafter, and he was brought to an orphanage in Hubei province.  Over the years, he made friends with two other little boys, but in time one was adopted and the other taken to Beijing to study music.  Zhong Wei was left behind, and even tried to run away.  His friend, Zhong Da, who was adopted in the United States remembered Zhong Wei and knew he badly needed corrective surgery on his legs.  Zhong Da’s mother and the Chicago branch office of CHI organized a huge Holiday Gala event to raise money for Zhong Wei.  Nearly $13,000 poured in from this event – more than enough to cover Zhong Wei’s December surgery and provide for his extensive rehabilitation.  Zhong Wei is currently in foster care in Beijing and will remain there to continue his education in Beijing.
