In a country characterized and stigmatized as corrupt and unpredictable, tasks like international adoption and humanitarian aid get a little tricky at times.  Sadly, this past year, due to encounters with untrustworthy individuals, CHI had no choice but to close the Guatemala adoption program.  Once the last few children from AMOR orphanage come home to the U.S., the program will be complete.  However, we are still touched by the enormous need in that country and we recognize that many of our Guatemala adoptive families wish to continue to help the children of Guatemala.  Throughout 2004, CHIF sent $66,213.00 to support the operational expenses of the AMOR orphanage.  

In 2004 we teamed up with two U.S.-based organizations providing humanitarian service to impoverished communities in Guatemala.  Towards the beginning of the year we supported Hands of Hope whose medical clinic serves the rural mountain poor, providing healthcare training and medical aid.  CHIF cooperated to supply their clinic with oxygen equipment, dental hygiene products, blankets and birth control medication for mothers who could not otherwise afford it.  

The most horrifying images in all of Guatemala come from the Guatemala City garbage dump.  Around 10,500 people live and work in this enormous landfill, scavenging the waste for scraps of food or any item of value which could be sold or traded.  The Potter’s House Association works at the edge of this dump, offering scholarships to children, feeding healthy meals daily, training both women and men with skills that may allow them to leave the dump, and administering basic medical care when needed.  At the end of 2004 CHIF raised funds through an extension of the Wish Book direct mail to support the Potter’s House food programs through the holidays.
