If you wake up in the middle of the night with a cough or a stuffy nose, you get up and walk to the medicine cabinet for some decongestant.  Maybe you go to the doctor the next day for a more powerful prescription to knock out your cold, and never think twice about these logical actions.  

But imagine if you woke up with severe bronchitis or horrible stomach pains and there was no medicine cabinet.  What if there was no doctor?  What would be your alternative?  

The Adivasi people of Orissa state in India are extremely poor.  Their tribal community is so remote that even the government does not provide services for these people.  When they fall ill, and cannot afford to travel to see a doctor, they visit a traditional healer.  These “mantras” tend to inflict more harm than good.  In early 2004, CHIF teamed up with Paparao Yelchuri of Missions to the Nations to establish a mobile medical clinic to reach the Adivasi people.  One doctor, one pharmacist, one nurse and a driver go “on tour” from the 1st-15th of each month.  Out of their van they are able to provide some basic health care and medicine for those who are suffering most – the children, the elderly and the pregnant women.  For those patients who need more serious care, this team helps them get to the main Kakinada hospital for further treatment.   

One of the greatest maladies of the Adivasi children is malnutrition. In 2004, CHIF determined to intervene at the ground level to try and prevent poor health for these children later on.  Through Missions to the Nations we committed to provide nutritious meals for 100 children for an entire year.  These meals include eggs, milk, rice, curry and fruit, and ensure that these kids go home with their tummies full!
