Imagine that the mattress on your bed at home is just a cloth casing stuffed with cotton…now imagine that it is fifty years old!!!  All the cotton has been flattened and pushed to the sides, so when you sleep, all that separates your body from the hard wooden bed frame is a thin layer of fabric.  156 children in a Kazakhstan orphanage slept in such conditions every night, until CHIF stepped in this year with the purchase of new mattresses, pillows and sheets for all of them!  In 2005 we hope to update the actual beds too.  

Also, in this our first year of operation in Kazakhstan, we sponsored thirty young men and women who, upon turning 18 and leaving the orphanage, chose to pursue higher education.  The government covers their tuition and housing costs, but CHIF was able to provide a monthly stipend for them to buy books and groceries as they begin to find their feet in the real world.  

These happy faces pictured to the left, are squeaky clean!  They just got out of a hot bath and are ready for bed.  Until June of 2004, there was not enough hot water in the orphanage to give them more than one hot bath per week!  CHIF took care of that problem by purchasing 1500 liters of diesel to heat the water.  The Kazakhstan program gives thorough attention to issues of cleanliness and health with these kids.
