 2004 HIGHLIGHTS

· Opened the Family Hearth Village

Also this year, Russia had its fair share of tragedy.  In April, floods hit the Kemerovo region affecting over 300 orphans in three of our children’s homes.  We were able to respond immediately with temporary relocation, warm clothing and food until their facilities were repaired.  Nearly $15,000 poured into the Foundation from compassionate donors to help these children.

September 1 marked the beginning of school for children in Beslan.  The tragedy which occurred that day will remain emblazoned on our hearts forever.  A group of terrorists seized approximately 400 children, teachers and parents as hostages in a 2-day siege, which ended in tragedy.  In response to this horrific attack, CHIF distributed funds totaling $10,979.50. The funds helped families of victims cover funeral costs and travel expenses for those who just needed to get away from Beslan for reprieve.  Some of the money purchased more reliable communication equipment for the Creative Activities Center affiliated with the school so that aid agencies could stay in touch with them more efficiently.  CHIF also sponsored a rehabilitation room at a local hospital for psychological counseling necessary in a situation of such trauma.
